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FOURTH CATEGORY: USE OF DARKS

Not long after I joined EVA I brought in a
watercolor for the Artist of the Month
competition. I thought it was just perfect. At the
end of the meeting Sally Holt, past EVA
president, probably holder of every other
position on our board, longtime member and
gifted painter, whispered in my ear, “You need
to go darker.” At the time I didn’t see what she
meant. Now I look at that painting, and
although I still like it, I think, “I could have gone
darker.”

Going dark in the artistic sense is a little more
complicated than adding an ultramarine wash
to the face of hiker who is wearing a wide-
brimmed hat. The wash will not provide the
degree of contrast needed to make an observer
feel the heat of the sun as it bears down upon
the hiker’s collar bone and shoulders. Plastering
the hiker’s face with Mars black won’'t work
either.

Dark does not equal dead. Effective darks are
extensions of the color-filled life within the
works they enhance. This means
darks cost. In order to create a
dark that is organic with respect
to your project, you will have to
waste both materials and time.
Watercolorists may need to
load a lot of pigment into their
brushes and drop multiple
colors into test areas until they
convince themselves they can
create a sufficiently dark, but
varied shadow. Woodworkers
may need to combine stains on
scripted or roughed-up scraps
of lumber. Ceramicists
certainly will have to record
recipes for experimental glaze
combinations since the
resulting colors will not reveal
themselves until after firing.

In 2-dimensional work, darks create depth and
they assist in creating the illusion of 3-
dimensional shape. They are especially useful
in portraiture and essential in producing an
accurate likeness. Even the youngest of infants
is better portrayed if the darks selected from
the value spectrum are deep. In 3-D work
darks provide an outline or contrasted
background for important features. They
enhance texture by falling into dips and
cracks, thus making texture more visible.

Spending some time with work we admire—
looking at how our favorite artists deploy dark
colors—is a good way to learn about using
darks in our own work. Getting out supplies to
practice deepening colors across a spectrum of
values is another good way to prepare to use
more darks in our own compositions and
designs.

Look at your work. Does it have depth? Where
does the lightest light reside? How about the
darkest dark? Could that be Sally you hear?

“Psst, you need to go darker.” [ ]

The darks that create the jumble of arms and legs and clothing in Jeanne’s

painting of her granddaughter create a very convincing image.
